Content (Syllabus outline):

Practical pedagogical training (PPT) of students is
supposed to bridge the gap between the theory they
acquite at the faculty and the school practice. It is
important to create such relationship in which
experience (practice) is interactive with reflection on
this experience (theory). Students, future teachers, can
develop their own professional knowledge when they
enter the class. Professional development of students
involves a process in which students, in acquiring
knowledge, experience and responsibility, move
towards more complex patterns of thinking and
acquiring appropriate competences. The goals of PPT
thus include integration of pedagogical skills through
the transfer of knowledge, gaining self-confidence,
the ability to get in touch and get to know the
students, learn about the administrative duties of the
teacher. For many students the induction to

teaching is also the time to dramatically change




dramati¢nih sprememb v stalis¢ih do poucevanja, saj
mnogi prihajajo z vzorci, ki so jih bili delezni v ¢asu
svojega $olanja.

Pri tem ucitelj s fakultete in ucitelj-mentor opazujeta
studenta in mu svetujeta, kako naj prenese teoreticno
in prakticno znanje, pridobljeno v ¢asu studija, v
pouk.

During PPT the teacher-mentor observes the student
and advises him how to transfer the theoretical and
practical knowledge acquired during the course of
studies into the classroom. During the obsetvation,
he/she analyses the student's knowledge of subject
contents, teaching techniques and psycho-pedagogical
approaches. At the end of each lesson he/she advises
and encourages student to find different solutions. It
is extremely important that his/her observation of the
student is as precise as possible and the feedback is
encouraging.

For the student's observation, we have a special
instrument - the student's follow-up protocol. We
thus pursue both formal (encouraging mentors to
systematic, but critical, selective observation of
students) as well as content goals (preparation and
handling of students, use of teaching methods and
forms, tools, student response, learning dynamics,
etc.).

Thus, all teachers-mentors observe students by a
special unified protocol and evaluate them on a
measuring scale at the beginning and at the end of the
student's PPT. They also create a student's progress
profile. The assessment of the starting state helps the
teacher-mentor to focus on working with students,
especially in those areas where he noticed that the
student has problems. From the progress profile, the
student sees his/her strong and weak points, and the
mentor advises him how to improve certain skills.
Because students also create their own profile, they
can find out to what extent they have been critical of
their training. By analysing personal profiles of
students, we also identify where there are deficiencies
in the preparation of students for the future
profession.

Basic content areas:

Hospitations under the guidance of teacher-
educators. Students observe lessons that vary in
content, the developmental levels of pupils (different
triennium), the type of school (public, private, school
for pupils with special needs), and the pedagogical
style of the observed teachers.

During PPT the teacher-mentor observes the student
and advises him how to transfer the theoretical and
practical knowledge acquired during the course of
studies into the classroom. During the obsetvation,
he/she analyses the student's knowledge of subject
contents, teaching techniques and psycho-pedagogical
approaches. At the end of each class he/she advises
and encourages student to find different solutions. It
is extremely important that his/her observation of the
student is as precise as possible and the feedback is
encouraging.

For the student's observation, we have a special
instrument - the student's follow-up protocol. We
thus pursue both formal (encouraging mentors to
systematic, but critical, selective observation of
students) as well as content goals (preparation and
handling of students, use of teaching methods and
forms, tools, student response, learning dynamics,
etc.).

Thus, all teachers-mentors observe students by a
special unified protocol and evaluate them on a
measuring scale at the beginning and at the end of the
student's PPT. They also create a student's progress
profile. The assessment of the starting state helps the
teacher-mentor to focus on working with students,
especially in those areas where he noticed that the
student has problems. From the progress profile, the
student sees his/her strong and weak points, and the
mentor advises him how to improve certain skills.
Because students also create their own profile, they
can find out to what extent they have been critical of
their training. By analysing personal profiles of
students, we also identify where there are deficiencies
in the preparation of students for the future
profession.
